For enforcement 

purposes, the term “excessive” is noise that is 

disturbing to the quiet and comfort of a 

reasonable person. 

The following are examples, but not limited to: 

-Excessive dog barking. 

-Music, vibrations or other sounds emanating 

from homes, yards or automobiles that can be 

heard from a distance of 30 feet or more in any 

direction of the house. 

-Noise in a public place. 

Quiet hours within Antelope Ridge are 10:00 

PM to 6:00 AM. 

Violation of quiet hours may result in the 

occupant receiving a citation for noise 

abatement or disturbing the peace violation 

under South Dakota state law as is appropriate.
