During this process, the dispenser noise may be
loud as the air is purged from the water line system. To
flush out impurities in the water line, throw away the first
6 glassfuls of water.

NOTE: To avoid water deposits, the dispenser should
be cleaned periodically by wiping with a clean cloth or
sponge.

Important Facts About Your Dispensers

m Do not add ice from trays or bags to the door icemaker
bucket. It may not crush or dispense.

m Avoid overfilling glass with ice and use of narrow
glasses. Backed-up ice can jam the chute or cause the
door in the chute to freeze shut. If ice is blocking the
chute remove the ice bucket, poke it through with a
wooden spoon.

m Beverages and foods should not be quick-chilled in the
door icemaker bin. Cans, bottles or food packages in
the storage drawer may cause the icemaker or auger
to jam.

m To keep dispensed ice from missing the glass, put the
glass close to, but not touching, the dispenser opening.

m Some crushed ice may be dispensed even though you
selected CUBED ICE. This happens occasionally when
a few cubes accidentally get directed to the crusher.

m After crushed ice is dispensed, some water may drip
from the chute.

m Sometimes a small mound of frost will form on the
door in the ice chute. This condition is normal and
usually occurs when you have dispensed crushed ice
repeatedly.

REMOVING THE FILTER

If you are replacing the filter, first remove the previous

one: 1. Open the filter cartridge housing by squeezing

the 2 front tabs and gently pulling down.

2. Rotate the filter down.

3. Gently grasp the filter and slowly turn it
counterclockwise about a ¥4 turn. The filter should
automatically release itself when you have rotated it far
enough to the left.

FILTER BYPASS PLUG

To reduce the risk of property damage due to water
leakage, you MUST use the filter bypass plug when a
replacement filter cartridge is not available. Some models
do not come equipped with the filter bypass plug.

INSTALLING THE FILTER IN A BOTTOM
FREEZER REFRIGERATOR

1. Open the filter cartridge housing
by squeezing the 2 front tabs and *_
gently pulling down.

2. Line up the ports on the filter
with the ports on the filter
cartridge holder, and gently
insert the filter.

3. Slowly turn the filter to the
right until it stops. DO NOT
OVERTIGHTEN. As you turn
the filter, it will automatically
adjust itself into position. The
filter will move about a 4 turn or
90 degrees, until the arrow on
the filter aligns with the arrow on
the filter cartridge holder.

For icemaker-only models - Discard the first bin
of ice to allow air to purge from the system. A newly
installed filter cartridge will cause water to spurt into
the icemaker body, which could lead to ice droplets
around the icemaker area. NOTE: It is normal for
these droplets and initial ice production to appear
discolored during the initial system flush. Ice color will
return to normal after the first bin of ice production.

7. Press and hold the RESET WATER FILTER button on
the dispenser for 3 seconds. On select models, filter
reset will be automatic when a new filter is installed.

Automatic Icemaker (on some models)

The icemaker will produce seven cubes per cycle
approximately 100—130 cubes in a 24-hour period,
depending on freezer compartment temperature, room
temperature, number of door openings and other use
conditions.

If the refrigerator is operated before the water connection
is made to the icemaker, set the switch in the OFF
position.

When the refrigerator has been connected to the water
supply, set the switch to the ON position.

If the temperature can drop below freezing, have a
qualified service technician drain the water supply
system to prevent serious property damage due to
flooding.

If you cut the water supply off, turn off the icemaker
(pg. 20).
Upon returning from vacation:

1) Replace the water filter.

2) Run 2 gallons of water through the cold water
dispenser (about 5 minutes) to flush the system.

Preparing to Move

Secure all loose items such as shelves and drawers by
taping them securely in place to prevent damage.

When using a hand truck to move the refrigerator, do not
rest the front or back of the refrigerator against the hand
truck.

INSTALLING THE REFRIGERATOR

SLIDE-ON TYPE FREEZER

INSTALLING THE WATER LINE

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Recommended copper water supply kits are WX8X2,
WX8X3 or WX8X4, depending on the amount of
tubing you need. Approved plastic water supply

lines are Universal Water Line Refrigerator Tubing
(WX08X10006, WX08X10015 and WX08X10025).

When connecting your refrigerator to a GE
Appliances Reverse Osmosis Water System, the only
approved installation is with a GE Appliances RVKit.
For other reverse osmosis water systems, follow the
manufacturer’'s recommendations.

If the water supply to the refrigerator is from a Reverse
Osmosis Water Filtration System (RO)AND the
refrigerator also has a water filter, use the refrigerator’s
filter bypass plug. Using the refrigerator's water
filtration cartridge in conjunction with an RO water filter
can result in hollow ice cubes. Some models do not
come equipped with the filter bypass plug. To order the
bypass plug, see the Water Filter Cartridge section.

This water line installation is not warranted by the
refrigerator or icemaker manufacturer. Follow these
instructions carefully to minimize the risk of expensive
water damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house
plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator parts and
lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified
plumber to correct water hammer before installing the
water supply line to the refrigerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook
up the water line to the hot water line.

Do not install the icemaker tubing in areas where
temperatures fall below freezing.

When using any electrical device (such as a power
drill) during installation, be sure the device is double
insulated or grounded in a manner to prevent the
hazard of electric shock, or is battery powered.

All installations must be in accordance with local
plumbing code requirements.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED

» Copper or Universal Water Line Refrigerator Tubing
kit, 1/4” outer diameter to connect the refrigerator to
the water supply. If using copper, be sure both ends
of the tubing are cut square.

To determine how much tubing you need: measure
the distance from the water valve on the back of the
refrigerator to the water supply pipe. Be sure there is
sufficient extra tubing to allow the refrigerator to move
out from the wall after installation.

Universal Water Line Refrigerator Tubing Kits are
available in the following lengths:

6 (1.8 m) — WX08X10006
15 (4.6m)  — WX08X10015
25 (7.6m)  — WX08X10025

If your existing copper water line has a flared fitting
at the end, you will need an adapter (available at
plumbing supply stores) to connect the water line to
the refrigerator OR you can cut off the flared fitting
with a tube cutter and then use a compression
fitting.

Drill a 1/4” hole in the water pipe (even if using
a self-piercing valve), using a sharp bit. Remove
any burrs resulting from drilling the hole in the
pipe.

Take care not to allow water to drain into

The new high efficiency compressor may run faster
and longer than your old refrigerator and you may
hear a high-pitched hum or pulsating sound while it
is operating.

You may hear a whooshing sound when the doors
close. This is due to pressure equalizing within the
refrigerator.
