The Grapefruit 
League starts a day later, with the Rays and Yankees playing at George M. Steinbrenner Field in      
Tampa, which is the Yankees' Spring Training home but this year also will host the Rays during the    
regular season due to damage sustained by Tropicana Field during Hurricane Milton.
